1. Footpath Church Hill – an assessment has been carried out by the council who have said that the hedge will die if it’s cut back anymore.  The council have voted and agreed that cutting this hedge back should be enforced, Cllr Shenton has been informed.  A notice will be served to the resident that owns the hedge.  
2. Car parking plans for St Mary’s Close, after the enquiries to neighbours we have 6 responses in favour, 6 against the new parking proposals and no response from 4 residents.  The council have decided this will be taken off the agenda and not revisited for 12 months.  
3. Footpath Ullenhall Street – The council have had a letter from the resident, they are now happy with the access and this will now be taken off the agenda. 
4. Henley road Junction – this has been rectified, will now be taken off the agenda. 
5. Grit box Mount Pleasant Lane, Grit box on Gentleman’s lane is the only one that needs refilling, it is due to be refilled, to be taken off the agenda. 
6. Flooding Ullenhall Lane – it has been decided to take this off the agenda for now
7. Email regarding shield to be fitted to light in St Mary’s Close – A quote has been received to fit one of these at the cost of £91.75 excluding VAT – Council have agreed to have this fitted.  
8. Email regarding removal of hedge Watery Lane – Cllr Shenton will look into this.  
9. Dog waste bin Watery Lane – this has been repaired  and will be taken off the agenda.
10. Street lighting – we have received a quote for repairs but will confirm exact cost before this is given the go ahead.
