1. Email regarding Church Fete – the Council have agreed to allow the Church Fete to use the Charity Field, provided they have the correct insurance. 
2. Email regarding mobile phone masts – Council received a letter asking if they would be interested in discussing the possibility of erecting a new mobile telephone mast in the village. 
3. Pavement parking at Church View Cottage – The Council have agreed to send a letter to the residents explaining that we have been informed by police that there will be fines now for parking on the pavement.  There is no objection to parking on the road but it is an offence to park on the pavement.

13. Councillors Comments

Discussion regarding the muck heap, causing residue to spill across the road especially when raining. County council have been informed.  

It has been noticed that many drivers are not taking notice of the new 20mph limit, and suggested the possibility of speed camera signs being erected without cameras being fitted.  Cllr Shenton confirmed this isn’t allowed unfortunately.  

The Council have discussed energy use and have decided to ask Tomato energy to look at average power consumption (Powergen)
