Minutes of the Meeting held on Tuesday, 5th August 2025 at 7:00 pm

1. Present

2. Apologies for Absence

3. Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting of July 2025 were approved and signed.
4. Declarations of Interest
None declared.
5. Open Forum
Concerns were raised regarding tree debris opposite Barrells Park and the poor condition of road surfaces in the village, particularly at Mount Pleasant Junction. County Cllr Crocker agreed to action both matters.

A member of the public raised concerns again about the removal of a hedge on the 8-acre site at Watery Lane. The Parish Council confirmed that it is awaiting a response from the enforcement team at Stratford District Council.

Several residents attended to express concern about a potential planning application for the 8-acre site in the centre of Ullenhall. The Parish Council reiterated that it does not support the commissioning of a Housing Needs Survey and will not be carrying one out. It was also confirmed that no formal planning application has yet been submitted, and therefore the Council is unable to take any further action until such time as one is received.

A resident enquired about the team maintaining the grounds of the Old Chapel. It was advised that the Parish Clerk of Henley Parish Council should have details of the Community Payback Team. The parochial church council are responsible for the upkeep of the ground of the church and chapel grounds

Cllr Crocker introduced himself and advised that he will be providing a full report next month. He intends to focus on issues including traffic calming, village crime, and anti-social behaviour. Regarding the speed hump in the village, he informed the Council that its installation is imminent.

A note will be issued in the Ullenhall Newsletter that any stones etc to protect verge must be set back at least one metre from the road edge and reminding residents they may be held personally liable for any injury or damage caused by placing objects too close to the highway.
