4. Street Lighting (PL1 & PL3) – still awaiting repair; Clerk chasing and to review contract supplier.
5. Footpath: Perry Mill Lane to Moat Farm Lane – Clerk to contact Richard Barnard, County Rights of Way.
6. Land at Watery Lane – no planning application submitted yet.
7. ANPR Camera Proposal – Neighbourhood Watch ready to proceed; bank account and charitable status in place, awaiting funds and grants. Signage to be agreed with County Council.

9. Painting of Railings (Watery Lane) – Cllr Faulkner to lead project.
