COUNTY & DISTRICT COUNCILLOR COMMENTS :

Stratford upon Avon District Councillor – Cllr Stephen Thirlwell:- 
Current items from July-October minutes - 

· Closure of access point at Park House: Cllr Thirlwell to confirm this has now been closed.

· Vehicles at Hunger Hill : removal of the vehicles from the premises is progressing.

· Parking issue in St Mary’s Close: Cllr Thirlwell advised that the strip of land abutting the Close is still owned by Orbit. Cllr Fitzgerald asked for Orbit to be approached to determine what could be done about the parking situation. Cllr Morris recommended contacting the Traffic Safety Officer at WCC, Andre Crooks. Cllr Thirlwell agreed to contract Andre Crooks in the first instance and then Orbit.
Cllr Thirlwell would investigate any planning permission issues with commercial companies storing equipment in the garages.
Warwickshire County Councillor – Cllr John Horner :-  

Pinch points/ traffic management  - Proposal from WCC to install chicanes at the site of two current speed bumps. Clerk has obtained drawings for consideration. The person originally dealing with this at WCC has now left. Snr Engineer Mike McDonnell is now dealing with this, costing to be provided.
Email received from Mr Brian Strugnell in this regard.

Councillors also requested a speed bump at the pinch point at the north end of the village.

Cllr Horner to pursue the following matters:
·  ‘Drive slowly ..’ signs
· 20mph speed limit through the village
· ‘Unsuitable for Heavy Vehicles’ signs – this sign is covered by Worcestershire County Council, Cllr Horner to follow up with them
· Speeding on the A4189 – Data received from Warwickshire Police: a total of 18 accidents since 2013 onwards of which 5 were classed as ‘serious’, 13 as ‘slight’. Further representation from Mr Mike Spencer at the October meeting I  this regard.

5. Letter from Mr & Mrs Hill regarding the parking situation at St Mary’s Close – Cllr Thirlwell following up on ownership of land, traffic safety issues and planning permission issues.

6. Re: ongoing parking and noise issues at the Winged Spur pub. Letter sent to Mr Peck outlining the ongoing issues in order to come to a resolution compatible to all parties. Mr Peck will attend the November meeting.

7. Neighbourhood Watch scheme – message posted on the fb page and an article was published in the parish magazine in October asking for volunteers to revive the NW scheme. 4 residents have shown an interest. Clerk has contacted James Bacon, Chair of the South Warwickshire NW Team. Clerk will arrange a meeting with the interested parties.

Clerk has also contacted Ian King, the Designing Out Crime Officer at Leamington Police Station. He will be attending the December meeting.

8. Email received from Mr Gerald Noone re: absence of road signage at the junction of Mill Lane and Ramshill Lane. Concerns discussed and noted. Details passed to Highways at WCC and StreetScene at SDC, awaiting response.
